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Math Committee Report 
 
Good Teaching Makes a Difference” summarized the findings of a thirteen 
school math research project sponsored by the North American Division.  Al-
though the final report will not be ready until early summer, some of the early 
research findings show that 1) we need to teach multiplying and dividing 
whole numbers for mastery at the third grade level, 2)  we need to teach add-
ing and subtracting fractions and decimals for mastery at the fourth grade 
level, 3)  best practices include quick, frequent, regular drills;  pre-assessment 
to modify the instructional plans to meet student needs;  much demonstration 
(direct instruction);  guided practice (not lengthy lists of problems);  and fre-
quent formative assessment.  Cooperative learning did not seem to be an ef-
fective strategy in the mathematics area. 
 
Successful mathematical classrooms usually featured an engaging and ener-
getic teacher who encouraged and affirmed student efforts.  Teachers often 
demonstrated relationships between mathematical concepts and between 
concepts and the real world. 
 
Union College has received a grant to offer additional mathematics enrich-
ment classes this summer with the third week of June likely for an advanced 
class utilizing geometry for those who attended last summer’s classes and the 
first week in August the likely date for the beginning algebra introduction.  We 
will send out further information as we receive it.    DW
